Fall Flex Day workshops helped expand the scope of the 
Guided Pathways framework to include faculty engagement in advancing guided pathways equity and 
diversity.  

Additional Fall Flex Day workshops continued through the afternoon providing further faculty training in 
distance education, assessment of student leaning outcomes, and the innovative inclusion of tutors and peer 
mentors in the classroom.
