· The resolution impacts the most advanced listening & speaking course offered by Laney College; CoA currently does not offer the course but hopes to offer in the future.
· At the request of the district-level ESOL group, Christa is here to ask for academic senate endorsement for the resolution.
· The resolution is being proposed at ASCCC Plenary as an emergency resolution.
